Community-based integrated student services are interventions that improve student achievement
by connecting community resources with both the academic and social service needs of students.

* In Georgia, 42 CIS local affiliates and 21 Performance Learning Centers® (PLCs) provide services to more than
170,000 students in 54 school systems.

» Key initiatives include mentoring, tutoring, parent education, literacy, after-school programs,
youth leadership, and PLCs. PLCs are small schools geared toward high school students not
succeeding in the traditional school setting.

«  Communities sponsoring CIS programs have seen an increase in their school graduation rates, a decrease
in violence and disruptions, and an increase in attendance and academic achievement.
